English 

We will be exploring 

characterisation through the 

story ‘The Tunnel’.

Maths 

We will be adding and 

subtracting 2-digit and 3-digit 

numbers. We will also be 

looking at equal grouping and 

using arrays, focusing on 

multiples of 2, 3, 4, 5 and 10. 

We will be starting to learn the 

8 times table. 

 

Science  

We will compare and group together different kinds of 

rocks based on their appearance. We will also learn 

how fossils are formed and recognise that soils are 

made from rocks and organic matter. 

Geography 

We will be exploring how diverse land use is in the 

UK. We will be locating UK cities on the map and 

using map skills to further explore compass points 

and grid references. 

 

PSHE 

We will look at how friendships support wellbeing and 

what positive friendships look like. We will look at how 

to seek support if we feel lonely. 

French 

We will be following 

instructions, naming parts of 

the body, identifying colours 

and saying what we are 

wearing in French. 

PE 

We will be refining our brilliant 

ball skills and using a range of 

skills to communicate 

effectively in our outdoor 

adventurous activities. 

Music 

We will be having weekly visits 

from Luton Music Service, 

learning how to play the 

recorder. 

 

Art 

We will learn about different 

techniques used by artists to 

create portraits.

We will be building and using branching databases to 

group objects using yes/no questions.
