Year 4 Trip to the British Museum and Milton Keynes Theatre

At Bramingham, we are incredibly passionate about offering the children an enhanced curriculum. In
Spring 2, Year 4 will be launching their new topic of The Egyptians and as part of the learning, they will
visit the British Museum, in London. The trip will take place on Friday 17™" January 2025. We will also
be attending Milton Keynes Theatre, to see the wonderful production of Horrible Histories — Awful
Egyptians. This trip will take place on Friday 7" February 2025.

Our time at the museum

During our time at the museum, we will be exploring the Ancient Egypt galleries and taking part in an
interactive workshop called ‘Excavation in Egypt’.

Trip details

£12.00 is needed to be paid by Friday 29" November 2024. Please could you log onto your Eduspot
account to make payments.
